If you report symptoms or a positive test, you will receive immediate instructions on what to do, and CSU’s Public Health Office will be notified. Once notified, that office will contact you and most likely conduct contact tracing, initiate any necessary public health requirements and/or recommendations and notify you if you need to take any steps.
